Mear the village of Beddgelert in Morth Wales is a bea utiful
sculpture of avery special friend.

According to legend, the monument marks the resting
place of the faithful dog, Gelert, who once belonged to the
medieval Welsh Prince, Llewelyn the Great. A tombStone

tells the story of a fateful day when Llewelbyn went

out hunting leaving the faithful hound, Gelert, to guard
his young son. On his return Gelert Sprang to greet his
master, but Llewelyn noticed Ssome blood on his fur.

He rushed inside his house. To his horror the first thing

he saw was his Son's cot. it was empty!

The frantic father turned on the dog, thinking he must
have harmed the boy. He killed Gelert there and then with
his sword. At that moment a child’s cry rang out through
the house. Llewelyn Searched and discovered his boy

unharmed, but nearby lay the body of a mighty wolfwhich
Gelert had killed before it attacked the small child.

Prince Llewelyn is said never to have Smiled again and
with tears of sadness he buried Gelert in this place,
which became known as “the grave of Gelert®,

or in Welsh, Beddgelert.

Collecting children
from School

We have a duty to safeguard all
children in our care. An important part
of this is considering how to ensure that

pupils arrive and leave the premises
safely.

Our Policy

We will only release pupils in Key Stage Two (Years 3-6) to
siblings who are in secondary school (Year 7 and above) if an
adult is not able to collect.

Children in Years Reception, Year 1 and Year 2 will only ever
be released to an adult.

Only children in Year 6 can walk home without an adult and
parents must email the school to give written permission
beforehand.

All children attending after school clubs must be collected by
an adult regardless of their age.

In all cases, we will always consider the following factors
before releasing a child:

-The maturity of all the children involved

-The length and nature of the journey home

-The behaviour of all children involved

-The relationship between the children collecting or being
collected.
